Bible,Story:
Matthew,25:31:46

Read the story of the sheep and the goats in Matthew 25:31-46
together as a family. Talk about the different ways the people in
the story showed love.

The LovelCiveaway

Play a version of hot potato using a soft ball. Tell your child that
the ball is ‘Love’, and that the object of the game is to give away
the love before the timer stops. Use a timer and whoever still
has the ‘love’ ball when the timer rings is out. When you are
done playing hot potato take the ball and say one way to show
someone love, like ‘To show love I could hug someone’. Then
go around the circle with each person telling a way to show
someone else love while they are holding the ‘love’ ball.

Help your children remember what they
learned today by using the motions below.
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Jesus telling a story

Jesus was telling a story to the
people to show them that they
should show love. The story was
about a king who was separating
his people. He called one group,
the sheep.

The king praised the people in the
sheep group. He said they knew how
to show love to people. The king said

they even showed love to him. The

king said the people fed him, gave
him water, invited him into their home,

gave him clothes, took care of him

when he was sick, and visited him.

The sheep were showing
love. They asked the king
when they had done all
those things.

The king told the people that if they
showed love to people, they were
showing love to him. In the story,
Jesus was telling the people that we
should show love to everyone!
